· Welcome and Introductions

We opened the meeting celebrating the graduation of the 2007 cohort and the publication of their peer-reviewed journal articles, along with articles in press and under review.

· Ed.D. Program Review Preparation

· Approval of Program Goals and PK-12 and Post Secondary Learning Outcomes 

· Discussed if goals and outcomes are appropriate for the program and if they are being lived out in the curriculum.  It was noted that the program outcomes overlap and are inter-related.  It was noted that there is a desire for global emphasis in the curriculum, that portion is placed in the Criteria document.

· Lorden moved to approve the program goals and outcomes; Herrin seconded – unanimously approved

· Approval of Program Document Changes (Original CSU/WASC Proposal Document)

· Discussed if we have lived out the document as originally written.  Updated what we were not following and clarified what we are doing.  The CPGC reviewed the changes.

· Jeffcoat moved to accept all changes; Savage seconded. – unanimous approval

· Approval of Criteria for Program Quality

· Changes were made to sections 3 and 4.  See attached for the changed document.

· Savage moved to accept the changes; Johnson seconded– unanimous approval

· Review, Editing, and Approval of By-Laws for Three Standing Committees

· Make bylaws one word and hyphenated, make consistent throughout.  Make headings and format consistent throughout.

· The edited by-laws will be reconsidered at the April 2011 meeting.

· CPGC

· Made changes to committee rotation guidelines.  Need to add how committee members are selected.  Clarified what will happen when a quorum is not reached.  Further corrections need to be made, updated document will be sent out at a later date for review and approval at April 2011 meeting.

· Executive Committee

· Some changes were made.  Further clarification is needed so no vote was taken.  We will send out all edits to the by-laws for approval later.

· Admissions and Standards Committee

· Clarification on membership was added.  A section needs to be added on membership selection. Document will be sent out to the committee when corrections are made.

· 2011-12 Student Recruitment

· Update on CPGC Letter and February 1st Deadline

· The University will not change the required February 1st deadline.  We understand the President will respond to the CPGC letter but have no evidence that has occurred.

· EDL has held several information meetings around the county.  EDL will attend leadership meetings for SDUSD and Cajon Valley.  Two events will be held, one November 30th and the other December 2nd.

· Postsecondary/CC has over 100 nominees and hosted two informational receptions at Interwork, 20 nominees attended.  Cost of the education and lack of financial aid continue to be a concern.

· We have these financial issues on the November 17th CSU program directors meeting agenda.  Specifically we will be discussing holding cost constant and seeking additional forms of financial aid.

· We have a financial aid information session scheduled November 8th for the current doctorate students.

· We are working with financial aid to get more information out to prospective students

· We were able to increase the 10% need-based grant financial aid set - aside to be calculated for summer as well as AY.  This is a big success but it won’t kick in until summer 2011.

· We are working with Nina Potter from COE to do a COA study which will help the COA calculations.

· Update on Faculty Searches 2011-12

· We are conducting faculty searches for both concentrations, ARPE has 10 completed faculty applications, EDL has 19 applicants at this point.
