Discussion of Course Sequence for Research Methods

Beginning with the ’08 cohort, the Qualitative course will be moved up to the spring semester; one semester earlier than this year (e.g., 07 cohort).  So, each research class will be offered a semester earlier than with the first cohort.  Thus, the research courses will parallel the Proposal writing courses.  This also means that the Diversity course will be moved from Spring to the following Spring semester.  (See new course sequence listing to identify change in courses.)
Discussion of Quant Course

The research expectations of the community partners were discussed.  As a result, we won’t be offering advanced statistical techniques but will be offering an intermediate quantitative analysis course.  To aid the discussion of specific learning outcomes for this course, Ron handed out info on the quant methods course and discussed what stats to include in the course.  All agreed that advanced statistics should not be taught, however, a primer/retreat should be presented to the students prior to Ron teaching the content of this intermediate course in order for student learning to be maximized.  Ron will send out a syllabus of this course when it is complete so that all can review and offer further suggestions.
Discussion of Program Proposal Courses

As the research methodology courses were discussed, the dissertation proposal sequence was also discussed.  It was recommended that we ensure that the first session of ED 836 cover research methodology, including the importance of incorporating theory, sampling, and IRB process.  A sample ED 836 syllabus has been sent out and further comments are invited.
Discussion of Prog Eval course

There was a very brief discussion of the last of the Research sequence courses, the Program Evaluation course.  Ron said that he would put together a syllabus for the course and share it with the faculty in the future.

Discussion of Qual Course

When it is ready, Marj will send out a syllabus of the qual course so that faculty can further comment on the learning outcomes.

Program Sequence 

The revised program sequence was discussed; all approved the course sequence changes.  In addition, it was approved by all faculty that given the varying research topics from the PK-12 students, we would teach our research sequence separately from the PK-12 faculty so that the Comm Coll leadership students could be working on their dissertations while they are learning about the research process and methodologies
