Ed.D. in Educational Leadership Admissions and Standards Committee By-laws
Revised by CPGC  November 2 , 2010
There shall be two Educational Leadership Admissions and Standards Committees; one for each concentration. 

I. Name

The name of one group shall be the Admissions and Standards Committee for the PK-12 concentration and the other group shall be named the Admissions and Standards Committee for the Community College (CC)/Postsecondary concentration.
II. Purpose
The purpose of these two Admissions and Standards committees, one for the PK-12 concentration and one for CC/postsecondary education concentration, will be to complete the review of all applicants and make the appropriate recommendations for the selection of the doctoral students for their respective concentration areas. The Committees will also address student issues, grievances, and appeals related to program continuation and matriculation.
II. Membership
Each committee will be composed of at least three faculty members, two community partners, and two current doctoral students from their respective concentrations.

A. Community partner members (e.g., superintendents, principals, community college leaders, etc.) at the passage of the by-laws shall be given terms of either 1, 2 or 3 years. Student members will naturally rotate off as they graduate.  


B. Student representatives shall be selected a vote of their respective concentration cohort members.  Selection of community partner members shall be done in consultation with the respective concentration Department Chair. 
III. Meeting Timeline
The committees shall meet in person or electronically annually as necessary to conduct interviews and make recommendations for admissions.


A. Meetings will be held as needed to address issues, grievances and appeals.

B. Agendas shall be provided at least 7 days in advance.

IV. Voting

A. A majority of committee members constitutes a quorum. 
B. In absence of a quorum, no formal action shall be taken except to adjourn.

C. Passage of a motion requires a simple majority (i.e., one more than half the members present)
V. Amendments
These by-laws may be amended by a two-third vote of committee members present at any meeting, provided a quorum is present and a copy of the proposed amendment(s) are given to each committee member at least one week prior to said meeting.
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
