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I. Name
The name of the group shall be Community Partnership Governance Committee. 
The purpose of the Committee will be to review and advise on all aspects of the program – recruitment, admissions, matriculation, responsiveness to student learning outcomes, evaluation of program effectiveness, and active participation by community partners.
II. Membership
The Committee shall consist of three PreK-12 Superintendents (or their designees), three community college administrators (representing administration, academic programs and student affairs), the Dean of the College of Education, the Department Chairs of EDL and ARPE, the Ed.D. Program Director from the PK-12 concentration, the Ed.D. Program Director from the CC/Postsecondary concentration, one student from each area of concentration for each cohort year, and one alumna from each concentration.
A. Community partner members (e.g., superintendents, principals, community college leaders, etc.) at the passage of the by-laws shall be given terms of either 1, 2 or 3 years. As the committee establishes a rotating membership, community members will be appointed for three years.  Student members will naturally rotate off as they graduate.  Program administrators, department chairs, and the Dean will rotate off as leadership changes.
B. Committee members with 3 absences in one year will be invited off of the Board. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]C. New student representatives shall be selected by their concentration-cohort members.  Selection of new community partner members shall be done in consultation with the Dean of the College of Education. Current Community Partner Governance Committee members will be asked to nominate members in accordance with criteria listed above. Alumna members shall be selected by concentration faculty members.  
III. Meeting Schedule
The committee shall meet at least 2 times per year in addition to the annual orientation for new students.
		A. Special meetings may be held at any time when called for by the 
majority of committee members.

B. Agendas shall be provided at least 7 days in advance.

IV. Voting
A. A majority of committee members constitutes a quorum. 

B. In absence of a quorum, no formal action shall be taken except to adjourn.

C. Passage of a motion requires a simple majority (i.e., one more than half the members present).

V. Conflict of Interest
Any member of the committee who has a personal or official interest in or conflict (or appearance of a conflict) with any matter pending before the committee, of such nature that it prevents or may prevent that member from acting on the matter in an impartial manner, will offer to the committee to voluntarily excuse him/herself.

VI. Amendments
These by-laws may be amended by a two-third vote of committee members
present at any meeting, provided a quorum is present and a copy of
the proposed amendment(s) are provided to each committee member at least
one week prior to said meeting.
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
