TEACHING—Programs Developed

Specialization in Psychiatric Rehabilitation

Specialized course of study provides students in the rehabilitation counseling program with the essential background, theory, knowledge and methods to maximize their effectiveness with individuals who have mental health difficulties. Can be completed in conjunction with the Psychiatric Rehabilitation Certificate.
Psychiatric Rehabilitation Certificate 

The 15 unit (five-course) post-baccalaureate certificate provides professional with theoretical constructs and applied knowledge in counseling, career development and supports for individuals with psychiatric disabilities.

TEACHING—Courses Developed
